The 
children looked at different types of bridges around the world and their structures for the focus 
experiment.  As our English topic has been Pigs Might Fly, the children in teams designed and 
created their own bridge for the 3 Little Pigs to escape from the Big Bad Wolf.  Reception worked 
extremely well discussing their ideas and plans before making their final structure.  They used 
amazing mathematical vocabulary when measuring and making the bridges. The final challenge 
came when we had to trial the bridges and fortunately for the little pigs they managed to escape 
on most of the children’s creations!
